
 

  Wednesday 2nd July the Mayor, Councillor Mrs Jean Charman started a tour 
of Mexico representing Camborne by reliving the footsteps of the Cornish 
miners in the 1800s.  The tour began with an official reception at the British 
Ambassadors residents.  On July the 3rd she attended a ceremony to cement 
friendship links with Pachuca.  Pachuca is an town in Mexico which was largely 
populated by Cornish miners.  It is now grown to one of Mexicos largest towns 
with a population in excess of 250 thousand people.  Many of the buildings and 
street names have a very strong Cornish influence.  During the day of the 3rd of 
July she officially opened a pasty shop, had lunch with the state governor, 
toured the mining archives and opened a new exhibition.  On Friday the 4th she 
visited Magattzi School where she presented school prizes.  On Monday the 
7th of July she attended commemoration service in Veracruz to celebrate the 
arrival of Cornish miners in 1825.  She made a speech to the Council in 
Veracruz.  On the 11th of July she attended a commemorative ceremony at the 
English cemetery in Pachuca then officially accompanied the British 
Ambassador at two functions.  During the day she toured the Silver Market, laid 

a wreath at the miners monument and attended a twinning ceremony between Redruth and Real del Monte.  
In the evening they were entertained by a performance of Tristain and Isolde.  On the final day of the tour, 
Sunday 13th she represented Camborne at reception to celebrate the site of the old Christ church which is to 
become a British/American museum.  The whole visit was filmed by the BBC and will be broadcast sometime 
in October.  

 

Councillor Mrs Charman represented Camborne at her 
own cost and did not receive any remuneration from the 
Council in any form. 

Resulting from the successful visit to Mexico, the Mexican 
ambassador invited the Mayor to become a guest of 
honour at a reception which was held on the tall ship 
Cuauhtemoc in Falmouth docks on Friday the 12th 
September.  The evening was attended by over 100 
invited guests and the captain of the ship, Comandante 
Mario Carbagal Ramirez, spoke of the friendship and 
possible business and tourism opportunities that he 
hoped would develop between Pachuca and Camborne.  
He then invited the Mayor to officially cut a celebration 

cake which had been prepared in honour of this reception.  The cake appeared being carried by 4 of the crew 
and was approximately 6 foot long and was constructed as a replica of the ship, it was complete with masts, 
sails and lights.  It was truly a magnificent piece of work.
